1) When can members shop?

Members with keys are welcome to go into the gym to shop
anytime starting Tuesday, Sept 15. Those who do not have
keys can contact Annie Noorts or the office to schedule a
time to shop. Family and friends are welcome to shop WITH
church members. Shoppers are always invited to come by
during sorting times as well. Keep in mind all the items will
not be out until the sale days, so feel free to come by more
than once.

2) How will the honor system sale work?

Upon entering the gym, please use the hand sanitizer that is
on the table to the right. Also wear face covering while you
are in the building. The sale is set up very differently than in
years past in an effort to allow for physical distancing, and
everything being in the gym. There is a small boutique set
up near the entrance to the gym rather than on the stage.
Most items are not priced, except those in the boutique.
Price sheets will be sitting next to the hand sanitizer.

3) How do I pay for my purchase?

Members can pay by cash or check and leave it in the box
labeled “payments.” There are envelopes in the box to put
payments into. You can also pay thru PayPal or the Text to
Give app.

Text Your payment. Text the amount you are paying to 844-
997-2346. If you haven't done this before you will need to
add your credit card information.

PayPal — log into your PayPal account. Go to
PayPal.me/stpeteruccskokie. Enter the amount of your
payment, and send it.

If you will be shopping more than one time, feel free to fill
out an index card and put it into the file box. Payment will
be due in full at the end of the sale.

Tensions in the Wilderness
Just Peace Sunday

In a congregational meeting, during which the congregation was discerning
about becoming a Just Peace congregation, someone once asked, “How can we
say we are just for peace? We are for so much more than that.”

Just Peace as a designation does not mean that a congregation is merely “for
peace.” It means that the congregation understands that Justice and Peace are
inevitably bound together - so closely entwined that it is impossible to separate
them.

Peace and justice both require careful tending and loving attention. As the
scripture reading this morning reminds us, peace is easily lost. The people
grumble among themselves and with their leaders. But they are not just grum-
bling out of dissatisfaction or irritability. They are grumbling because they are
hungry. The peace issue (conflict among the people) cannot be addressed until
the justice issue (people need enough to eat) is met. Justice and Peace, hand in
hand, are then able to move forward into the wilderness.

The Just Peace website, (https://www.ucc.org/justice just-peace) states,
“Justice and Witness Ministries is committed to a revitalized Just Peace Church
movement and to empowering and resourcing congregations to create a
stronger justice and peace witness. Now is the time to rekindle our commit-
ment to Just Peace and make visible our longstanding witness to this
approach...Does your church consider itself to be a Just Peace congregation?
What is your church doing to live out its calling to be a Just Peace Church?
What does it mean to be a Just Peace Church in times like these? I hope you will
take the time to update your church’s information on our site and offer your
responses to these questions. Your energy and voice is needed to reinvigorate
and shape the direction of our collective movement.”

If your congregation is not a Just Peace Church, maybe now is the time to begin
a conversation about this important movement for merging justice and peace
to be about the creation of God’s reign here on earth.

Sept. 20, 2020

EXODUS 16:2-15

The whole congregation of the Israelites complained against
Moses and Aaron in the wilderness. The Israelites said to them, “If
only we had died by the hand of the LORD in the land of Egypt,
when we sat by the fleshpots and ate our fill of bread; for you have
brought us out into this wilderness to kill this whole assembly with

hunger.”

Then the LORD said to Moses, “I am going to rain bread from
heaven for you, and each day the people shall go out and gather
enough for that day. In that way | will test them, whether they will
follow my instruction or not. On the sixth day, when they prepare
what they bring in, it will be twice as much as they gather on other
days.” So Moses and Aaron said to all the Israelites, “In the evening
you shall know that it was the LORD who brought you out of the
land of Egypt, and in the morning you shall see the glory of the

LORD, because he has heard your complaining against the LORD.

For what are we, that you complain against us?”” And Moses said,
“When the LORD gives you meat to eat in the evening and your fill
of bread in the morning, because the LORD has heard the
complaining that you utter against him—uwhat are we? Your

complaining is not against us but against the LORD.”

Then Moses said to Aaron, “Say to the whole congregation of the
Israelites, ‘Draw near to the LORD, for he has heard your
complaining.”” And as Aaron spoke to the whole congregation of
the Israelites, they looked toward the wilderness, and the glory of
the LORD appeared in the cloud. The LORD spoke to Moses and
said, “I have heard the complaining of the Israelites; say to them,
‘At twilight you shall eat meat, and in the morning you shall have
your fill of bread; then you shall know that I am the LORD your

God.””

In the evening quails came up and covered the camp; and in the

morning there was a layer of dew around the camp. When the layer
of dew lifted, there on the surface of the wilderness was a fine flaky
substance, as fine as frost on the ground. When the Israelites saw it,
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they said to one another, “What is it?”’[J For they did not know
what it was. Moses said to them, “It is the bread that the LORD has

given you to eat.

PHILIPPIANS 1:20 - 30

It is my eager expectation and hope that I will not be put to
shame in any way, but that by my speaking with all boldness, Christ
will be exalted now as always in my body, whether by life or by
death. For to me, living is Christ and dying is gain. If I am to live
in the flesh, that means fruitful labor for me; and | do not know
which | prefer. | am hard pressed between the two: my desire is to
depart and be with Christ, for that is far better; but to remain in the
flesh is more necessary for you. Since | am convinced of this, |
know that | will remain and continue with all of you for your
progress and joy in faith, so that | may share abundantly in your

boasting in Christ Jesus when | come to you again.

Only, live your life in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ, so
that, whether I come and see you or am absent and hear about you, |

will know that you are standing firm in one spirit, striving side by

side with one mind for the faith of the gospel, and are in no way
intimidated by your opponents. For them this is evidence of their
destruction, but of your salvation. And this is God’s doing. For he
has graciously granted you the privilege not only of believing in
Christ, but of suffering for him as well— since you are having the

same struggle that you saw | had and now hear that I still have.
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
